Conceived within the tradition of a liberal arts education, the
Bachelor of Science degree in music (instrumental, keyboard
and vocal) combines a strong music component with a broad
menu of elective courses, while the Bachelor of Science in
music, K-12 teacher certification (choral, instrumental and
keyboard) curriculum prepares students for the organization
and administration of public and private school music programs.

Music students receive one-on-one studio instruction and
are afforded valuable performing opportunities with the
Brass, Guitar, Keyboard, Percussion, String and Woodwind
ensembles; Jazz Combo, the University and Old Main Singers,
Opera Workshop, the Lander Chamber Strings, the Lander

Music Scholarships

Lander’s Department of Music offers scholarships to freshmen
and transfer students who wish to pursue a degree program
as music majors. Prospective majors must audition before the
music faculty to demonstrate performing abilities and musical
potential, as well as knowledge of music fundamentals.

Ranging from $500 to $2,500 per academic year, music
scholarships are awarded to students in these applied areas:

» euphonium = oboe » trombone
» bassoon = organ = trumpet

« clarinet = percussion = tuba

« flute = piano = voice

« French horn = saxophone

= guitar = strings

A limited number of scholarships are available each year to
music minors and to ensemble participants. The Brookside
Housing Grant (up to $2,000 per year) is open, while funds
are available, to qualifying musicians who perform in the
Lander University Pep Band, the Lander University Singers
and the Lander University Wind Ensemble.

Students must be officially accepted to the University prior to
the awarding of scholarships.
